White Brothers Pro Forx shall not be liable for
any indirect, special or consequential damages.

Warranty does not apply to any product that has been installed improp-
erly or adjusted using methods not outlined in this manual. Warranty also
does not cover forks that have been misused, or forks that are missing or
have altered serial numbers {located on the backside of the right fork stan-
chion). The forks are not warranted against damage in the appearance of the
fork or for modifications not outlined in this manual. A copy of the proof of pur-
chase must be included with all warranties.

Thanks for purchasing your new White Brothers Pro Forx. You are in for the best ride of your life. Our forks are
designed to give you the level of performance you need to ride at your cbsolute peak.

The White Brothers Pro Forx features lightweight coil springs and a sealed, externally adjustable carfridge
damper. This technology is borrowed from motorcycling and offers the best possible suspension action. Steering accuracy is
improved over conventional MTB forks by the utilization of superior materials and design. These include oversized
31.75mm fork tubes,  torsion box design steering crown with pressedin tubes (for SC models only), a billet heavy duty
brake bridge, and extra-hick billet machined drop-outs. Fork travel has been carefully chosen to offer the best performance
for each model forks infended use. High-cushion botfom bumpers are used fo minimize hord bottoming.

Every possible effort has been made to make the White Brothers Pro Forx very light in weight and perform af
a level superior to other forks on the market. To insure peak performance, proper installation and periodic maintenance is
required. Please read this manual in ifs entirety o familiarize yourself with the fork end insure your safisfaction with this
product.

White Brothers Pro Forx are designed for offroad use only. They are not equipped with proper reflectors for on-
roud use. If you are going fo use your forks for road use, have your dealer or mechanic install reflectors that meef the
Consumer Product Safety Commission’s (C.PS.C.) requirements for bicycle standards. If you have any questions concerning
(.PS.C. Standards please talk o your dealer.

When using your forks on public land and trails, please respect the rights of other users and stay on estab-
fished paths and trails.

Fork Instdallation

White Brothers Pro Forx feature a T %or 1 ¥ threadless steerer tube. If you have a threaded
type fork on your bicydle, consult your deater for the appropriate upgrade parts necessary fo convert o
a threadless steerer tube.

1. Remove old forks from the bicycle. See your bicycle’s owners manual.
Measure the diameter and length of your old fork’s steerer tube to insure thot
the White Brothers Pro Fonx steerer tube is the correct diameter and hos suffi-
cient length for the installation.

2. Remove the crown race from your old forks. Note: Replace
the hearings if there are any signs of
wear or corrosion

3. Press the crown race onto the steerer of your White Brothers Pro Forx fork (figure 1).

4. Preassemble headset by: Sliding fork steerer fube through headset bearings. Then install top headset, top crown
(DC90,/DCT18 only), stem spacers (optional), and steering stem onto fork steerer tube. Refer to headset owners manuol
if you have any questions about this preassembly.

5. Mark steerer tube af top of steerer stem. Steerer must then be cut 3mm
(1/8") below this mark. Consult o dealer or mechanic if you do not have the prop-
er tools for cutting the steerer tube.

6. The special stor fangled nut must now be installed into the steerer. We recom-
mend dealer installation of this nut since a special fool is required.

7. (lean and grease all headset bearings and races to prepare them for assembly.
8. Now ossemble headset as done in Step 4 (figure 2).

QA. (SC70 ond 90 model forks only): Install the steering stem (threadless fype
is required) and handlebars. Sef your bars to your desired height.

9B. (DC90,/DC118 only): Install the top steering crown. Install the steering stem
(threadless type is required) and handlebars. Set your bars fo your desired height.

10. Install the threadless mounting cop. Tighten the top threadless stem bolt
until there is no play in the fork tube. The forks should rotate freely in the head fube.
Secure the pinch bolt(s) on the steering stem. Consult the installation instructions for your threadless bearing set to insure
correct instollation and fension of the headset.
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1 TA. TIRE CLEARANCE (SC70 AND 90 mode! forks ont:): IMPORTANT: At full extension of the fork, o minimum of
2.95" (75mm) for SC70 fork and 3.75" (95mm) for SC90 fork must exist. DANGER: Any less cleon-
ance than this will allow the tire o contact the bottom of the crown
when the forks are fully compre:sed. If insufficient clearance
exists, you must switch to a smeiller diameter front tire.

1 1B. TIRE CLEARANCE (DC90/DC118 model fork only): The fork tubes con be adjusted up or down in the fork cowns o
adjust ride height and steering geometry. NOTE: At full extension of the fork, a minimum of 4 1/2” (175mm)for DCT18,
and 3 3/4”(953mm) for DC90 clearance must exist between the tire and the bottom of the steering crown. DMAMN-
GER: Any less clearance than thiz will allow the tire to contact the
bottom of the crown when the fi:rks are fully compressed. Next check fo
make sure the top of the fork tubes fit alt the way through ta top steering crown. If insufficient clearance exists, you must
switch to 0 smafler diameter front tire.

12. Instoll your front brokes and adjust following the manuta. i ers specifications.

13. For cantilever type brakes, route the brake cable to t1: White
Brother Pro Foix brace cable mount. Do not route the
cable through the stem or any ot er
mounts or cable stops! (figure 3) The wile
should make a direct route from the biake lever to the Whit:
Brothers Pro Forx brace cable mount and be able to move fi-ly up
and down through the full travel of the fork. If may be nece:-ary
install a longer inner ond outer cable. NOTE: The distance bet«veen
the brake cable hanger ond the White Brothers Pro Forx broc. cable
stop mount must be @ minimum of 12mm with the brakes ¢.
Note: Shimano® V-Brakes cable routing is direct from brok: 7o
brake lever,

13A. lotter model WB Pro Forx are intended for V-type 1xakes
only. If cantilever brakes are used, you must order the opii: 0l
fork brace with coble hanger (pn. 97-3659).

13B. Vhroke cable roufing is direct from brake to brake h:ver. Make sure forks move freely up and down without snog-
ging cable through the full travel of the fork. 1t may be necc sary to install a longer inner and outer cable.

14, Adjust quick refease hub on your front fire to dlear the secondary catches of the forks. The quick release must be tight-
ened after it is properly seated into the dropout counter bore~ Insure thot there is sufficient thread engagement (5 or more
threads with the release adjusted to lock) due to the thicker hite Brothers Pro Forx dropoufs. Install front wheel fo bicycle
per manufacturers specification.

15. Check fo see that your brakes are adjusted and workiog.

16. STEERING CLEARANCE (DC90/DCT18 Fork only): Dux to the White Brothers Pro Forx double crown design, the fork
tubes or fork steering crowns will contact the bicycle frame o full steering lock to the left and right. To eliminate the chance
of damage to the fork or frame, o cushion stop must be fabri isted to eliminate metal to metal contact. Fork bumpers, elas-
tomers,thick pieces of rubber, or Grip Shift® rubbers (flangele: <) will work fine. Secure in place to the frame or fork with zip
fie or glue. WB now offers Fork Cushion Stops (pn 97-895} «ss a nice answer fo this concen.
